Pups: Thinking Finished From The Very Beginning  

Part 16 by Rich Carpenter 

Getting closer to the first Finished 
entry at an HRC hunt  
 Well, at this point some of you 
are probably figuring this series will 
never get to the point where a young 
dog is actually entering a Finished test.  
In truth, getting a dog ready for Fin-
ished, if done in a way that the dog 
should realistically be ready to perform 
that level work, is a time-consuming 
process.  The exact amount of calendar 
time will vary depending on the individ-
ual dog, the skill and approach of the 
trainer, when the dog is born (in terms 
of early water basics and transition), and 
what level of Finished test performance 
the trainer is aiming at or willing to set-
tle for, how many breaks in training for 
hunting, etc. 
 Being ready to enter its first 
Finished test doesn't necessarily mean 
the dog will pass that first test.  Even 
when the training work is that expected 
of a Finished dog, the first test may just 
happen to be one that is particularly 
tough and complex and one that only 
the very experienced dogs will get 
through.  That's fine.  We don't need a 
ribbon each time and success doesn't 
usually do much to expose holes in our 
training and preparation.  But a failure 
can clearly point up the areas we are 
weak in.  It's also possible the young 
dog got distracted by something, just 
had a bad break without a no-bird to try 
again, or just didn't quite put it all to-
gether. 
 What happens at that first Fin-
ished test can tell us a lot about our 
training and preparation.  On the other 
hand, we should be careful not to draw 
unwarranted conclusions that our train-
ing is not there yet.  Our training may 
very well be there, but our preparations 
are not.  What do I mean?   I suppose it 
could be arguing over semantics, but 
training and testing are two different 
things and in most training sessions, 
training is what is focused upon.  Train-
ing usually involves working on skills, 
singularly or in combination.  Testing is 

more proofing of if the dog has the 
skills mastered to the point of generaliz-
ing them and applying in a complex set-
ting and perhaps a new environment. 
 In football drills the young 
quarterback may execute handoffs just 
slicker than a whistle.  How slick is his 
handoff if he goes directly from practice 
into his first game, with the defensive 
player coming hard, blood dripping off 
his fangs?  Maybe the handoff is hurried 
and not too good. But chances are that 
QB would have first gotten a little tran-
sition work in scrimmages to make it 
less of a shock.   In retriever training 
most of us do more training than test-
ing, but we need to scrimmage occa-
sionally to get ready for the big game, 
which is going to the line in a licensed 
test. 
 In training we set up some full 
scale testing scenarios to see if the 
young dog can put it all together, and, in 
truth, if our handling under pressure is 
the same as in pure training and drilling.  
Club fun hunts can be another good 
transitional step.  But it's good to re-
member that for most dogs and trainers, 
the mix of testing and training should be 
heavier on the training.  Also we should 
be realistic in testing and not throw our 
young dog into something that is clearly 
beyond its abilities and apt to set our 
program back. 
 We've talked earlier about how 
much to push the young dog, and that 
issue comes up in testing and may vary 
with the temperament of the dog as well 
as the approach and experience of the 
trainer.  One trainer may do long lasting 
damage to a young dog in the wrong 
testing scenario.  A different trainer 
might get that same dog out of the same 
scenario with nothing more serious than 
a realization that it was beyond the dog.  
Often this is related to the handler's 
being able to read ahead of time if there 
is any chance of the dog succeeding.  
Then if so, the hander has in mind some 
ways to bail out safely part way through, 
and the experience to read when the 
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dog is getting in detrimental trouble.  
When that point comes, the handler 
quickly steps in and kicks in whatever 
the bailout plan is.  If you are new and 
in doubt, you probably don't want to 
stick your chest out and be John 
Wayne.  You do and may well pay the 
price in lost progress and confidence.  
Ask the more experienced folks train-
ing with you whether you should at-
tempt this or adjust it down it diffi-
culty.  And that's a good time to ask for 
bail out plan help, i.e., what do I do if 
suddenly it's clear the dog cannot suc-
ceed. Remember when we are extend-
ing theyoung dog a little or a lot, we 
must succeed at balancing our ap-
proach to the dog with the right mix-
ture of additional information, help, 
simplification, attrition and any correc-
tions.  And it's usually critical to have 
corrections be ones that have minimal 
chance of really rocking the boat and 
eroding confidence or putting the dog 
back.  Attrition is a form of correction 
and may well do the job where inap-
propriate application of the collar, ei-
ther timing or level, may be very detri-
mental. 
 Another thing to give some 
consideration to when moving toward

line and line manners were getting 
worse not better. He had a controlled 
break and a creep in water on Saturday 
at Douglas.   I shared with Din how 
tacky I thought that was and he came 
back and sat still for the afternoon.  
Having re-established the expectation, 
on Sunday I chose to get conservative 
and he was back on a lead and I let the 
gunner shoot.  I was going to guarantee 
we didn't have a full-scale break, and we 
would not run again until we could get 
in good training group work on heeling 
on and off lead and good steady on 
marks with no creeping, etc.  I wasn't 
sure when he'd be ready for Seasoned, 
but it turned out not to take much be-
fore both his line manners and his 
blinds got more solid and showed he 
was ready to run Seasoned and have a 
real chance of passing if things went 
well. So we moved and it was successful. 
His marking in all four of his Seasoned 
tests was very strong and I felt the extra 
Started marks had been helpful there.  
We'll wait for the jump to Finished until 
his work in training group testing is 
solid at a Finished level and then cross 
our fingers and take our chances in a 
Finished test. 
 Running more licensed tests at 
Seasoned probably has more opportu-
nity for development of the young dog 
than running extra Started does.  More 
doubles in the exciting situation are al-
ways good experience.  Plus, in Finished 
you have to know you will soon run into 
a situation where you have a triple and 
the judges will tell you what order to 
pick the birds up in.  Once you've got 
that HR a pass or a fail doesn't matter.  
It's a good time for you to try selecting 
order of retrieve of the marks.  I de-
cided to do that with Roux. While Roux 
did much primary and secondary selec-
tion in training, to where it was almost 
automatic, the first time I did it in Sea-
soned, he got rattled and I had to handle 
on the memory bird.  The judges 
laughed and gave me a hard time about 
almost outsmarting myself out of a rib-
bon.  And that was true, but the experi-
ence would have been more valuable 
than a ribbon had we not gotten one.  A 
licensed test is not a training situation 
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and the judges are absolutely right in not 
letting you turn it into one, but you can 
still expose your young dog to some valu-
able experiences without doing that.  You 
can really focus on your timing and cast-
ing on the blinds and getting as good an 
initial line as your young dog is capable 
of. You can also work on coming to the 
line heeling on both sides, if that is how 
you train.  It also presents chances to run 
marks and blinds from either side in an 
exciting environment. And more Sea-
soned runs give opportunities to polish 
your handling technique in all aspects 
with a little less starch for you and the 
dog than Finished. 
 Let's just look at a few specifics 
of what we'll see in Finished.  In Sea-
soned the HRC philosophy of testing is 
to isolate the various parts of the test to 
minimize the interaction effects of the 
individual parts.  The double marks are 
run alone.  The walk up is not part of the 
marks nor are the marks picked up and 
then the blind run from the same line.  In 
essence we are testing some of the more 
advanced skills, but as stand-alone parts. 
 In Finished it becomes a whole 
new ballgame.  The distances can be 
slightly longer.  But the real difference is 
that now instead of having each little part 
of our meal neatly piled on a separate 
part of the plate, we just take the old 
mixer to the plate and whirl it all to-
gether.  Rather than isolating compo-
nents for simplicity, our judges are setting 
tests that utilize the various parts interact-
ing to truly test the Finished skills of our 
retrievers.  Chances are everything will be 
run from one line and often one of the 
intents of the marks are to set up the 
blind and make it more challenging, or 
vice versa. 
 So, as we are approaching that 
first time we'll step nervously to the line 
with our young charge, we need to take a 
close look at the Finished section of the 
HRC "Rules and Guidelines" and think 
about what that means in terms of final 
training and testing preparation for the 
big day. 
 We need to be ready for our dog 
to deal with a poison bird.  Technically a

Finished is to run some additional Sea-
soned tests.  Often it's easy to think that 
the dog needs to move up when it can 
earn no further Seasoned points and has 
the HR title. Nothing could be further 
from the truth.  A dog is ready for the 
next level when it is ready for the next 
level and that has nothing to do with 
how many tests were passed at the pre-
vious level. 
 I ran three or four Seasoned 
tests with Roux after his HR title before 
we moved to Finished.  Din has run one 
beyond his HR title and I honestly don't 
know how many more he'll run before 
he's ready.  But he'll run that level until I 
feel he can be entered in Finished and 
have a realistic chance to pass. 
 Some people don't believe in 
running extra tests and just go to more 
training without running tests until they 
feel the dog is ready for the next level.  
There is nothing wrong with that.  But 
it's just not the approach I choose.  I 
think there is value in game day experi-
ence that can never be approached in 
training sessions most of us have access 
to.  But again, it's just my approach and 
not necessarily the right way or the only 
way. 
 Din ran 10 Started tests after 
his Started title. That's a bunch, but I 
wasn't getting him into group training 
situations and without that he was not 
ready for Seasoned.  Was this a waste of 
time and money?  Perhaps, but I can tell 
you that the difference from his first 
nervous, over-thinking, not-very-
confident marks at North Platte, NE in 
mid-April and his marking work in 
Douglas, WY at the end of June were 
day and night.  He was very comfortable 
on the line and fully focused on his 
marking and had gotten to see a wide 
variety of terrain and cover and water in 
those 10 extra tests.  At the price of a 
Started entry, since I was going anyway, 
I felt it was pretty darned cheap prepa-
ration and chance for marks with birds. 
 After his SHR, we gradually 
started running off lead in Started and 
then shooting and it was going well.  
But, at Douglas I made the decision he'd 
run enough.  He was confident to the 
point of cocky and his heeling to the 



to do anything.  This is harder for some 
dogs than others.  You may also run 
into what's called a full-working honor.  
It's almost never seen as a cold honor, 
but once you have run, you will move 
with your dog to the honor position and 
you'll sit there the entire time the work-
ing dog does it's marks, diversion and 
blind. 
 Your heeling and control needs 
to be solid, as you'll often be released 
from the honor while there are still 
birds to be picked up and the other dog 
in the process of retrieving.  On honor-
ing if you've taught left and right heeling 
that may be useful in situations where 
the working and honor dog are real 
close or the working dog passes close to 
the honor dog.  Similarly if the working 
dog appears to be a frog on a skillet or a 
little growly, having your dog on the 
opposite side to honor can help things 
go smoothly. 
 Technically your dog needs to 
be able to run an upland series, but it 
needs listed in the premium if it may 
happen. And with existence of the Up-
land test program and increased num-
bers of Finished dogs, and that effect on 
time it takes to complete the test, realis-
tically you don't need to worry about 
seeing an upland series in Finished 
around here. 

 So, getting our young 
dog ready for a lot of excitement and 
suction in the test is going to be very 
important in our practices and scrim-
mages as we move closer to the big 
show.  Work hard and have fun.  It 
really is a thrill to be at the helm of a 
retriever doing a nice job on a Finished 
test.  It's a lot of work to get there, but it 
should be.  The HRCH title means this 
dog should be able to hunt well in any 
hunting conditions anywhere in the 
country.   
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poison bird would be any bird that if 
you pick up out of order, you will fail.  
It may or may not end up being picked 
up by the working dog, but most likely 
will be. 
 Let's look at a few things re-
lated to poison birds, whether on land 
or water or whether they are associated 
with marks or blinds.  A set of triple 
marks is thrown, left, middle then right.  
Honor dog on the right and working 
dog on left.  Judge instructs the honor 
dog to pick up the right bird which was 
last one thrown and termed the Go 
bird.  Then the working dog is allowed 
to pick up the other two in any order.  
For the working dog, the right bird is 
poison.  For the honor dog, the other 
two are poison.  Get any bird first other 
than the one directed by the judges and 
the dog fails.  Now in the process of 
running this you get to practice primary 
selection as the working dog handler.  
So you pick up the other two birds 
cleanly and breathe a sigh of relief.  Not 
so quick, this is Finished, remember?  
We are not looking to make it easy, but 
to test Finished level skills.  Now the 
judge instructs you to run the blind, 
which is 15 degrees left of the right 
hand bird.  Think your dog won't be-
lieve that right-hand mark is still there?  
Think again.  Unless your dog is differ-
ent from 98.5% of our dogs, it will react 
as if that nasty honor dog was doing 
something over there and even found a 
bird, but it wasn't MY bird.  Make sure 
your training and testing have covered 
this kind of situation.  A related tough 
blind may be the scenario where you get 
the diversion bird thrown as the dog is 
returning with the last bird of the triple.  
But, that diversion bird must be left 
where it is until after the blind is run, 
and the line to the blind may be fairly 
close to the diversion bird.  Running 
blinds through where one or more of 
the marks were picked up will com-
monly be encountered.  Walkups are not 
seen as often as in Seasoned, but you'll 
run into them. 
 Cold honors may be encoun-
tered.  That means your dog comes to 
the line and watches the other dog re-
trieve one or more birds before it gets
