BiLL EDWARDSO | grew up in North Central Montana in
Malta Montana. | started hunting, pheasants, ducks,
grouse, deer and geese with my father a few years before
| was allowed to carry a gun. | have been an avid hunter
ever since. The plains of Montana was a great area to be
introduced to upland bird hunting and waterfowl. We
lived about 60 miles from the Missouri River Breaks so we
had excellent Mule Deer Hunting in the "Breaks" all the
time that | was growing up. (Very little competition from
outsiders in the 50's.) We enjoyed whitetail hunting and
pheasant hunting in the Milk River Valley.

In the early 50s there was not any restrictions on
Sage Hens so they were an easy bird on which to polish
your shooting skills. They were very plentiful on the plains
in Northern Montana. But they were extremely dumb and
it is no wonder they have almost been wiped out. But they
were so plentiful then that you thought there was no way
they could be over hunted. They would be in flocks of 50
or more, more times than not. They would wait until you
almost stood on them before they would flush. They were
as big as a chicken and it took them a long time to get up
any speed. Then they would fly about a hundred yards
and set back down. So you could hunt the same flock all
morning long.

When | went to College at Montana State University
we would fill our refrigerators with fish, pheasants and
deer meat every fall and again with fish in the spring. We
never had dogs and nobody used dogs when | was
growing up although most everyone had a Chesapeake,
Lab or Golden Retriever as a pet. | guess nobody knew
how to train them or wanted to take the time.

| went antelope hunting once when | was a
sophomore in high school. Shot a big old antelope. Had
to clean it on a hot day and it smelled terrible. | smelled
terrible when | was done. Then | had to eat it and each
time you cooked it the whole house would smell. Tough,
you could chew on that meat for a half hour on each bite
and then it tasted just like it smelled when | cleaned it and
cooked it. | have never gone antelope hunting again.

After college | went to California as that was where
the jobs were. | hunted twice for pheasants and twice for
deer. Each time that | hunted pheasants one of the
people would bring a dog and each time the dogs roamed
out about 50 to 75 yards ahead of the hunters. Bye bye
birdie. | quit Upland Hunting in California when the owner
of one of the dogs shot the dog when he was out at about
60 yards on my last pheasant hunt.

The first time | shot a deer in California (they are
about the size of a hefty Greyhound) | had to throw the
meat away because it was diseased. The second time |
went hunting deer | was using a horse, all decked out in
orange, and | was leading the horse through some

Manzanita after hunting in the mountains, (large hills)
north & east of Oakdale. We had been hunting all
morning and were coming back from our hunting area
when someone who was road hunting shot at my

horse. The bullet went right over my head. You can
imagine my yelling and screaming at that jerk. He just
drove off. That was the last time | hunted in California in
the 10 years | was in California.

I got back into hunting when | moved to Colorado in
the 70s. | hunt deer, elk, ducks and geese with
reasonable success | might add. | belong to a club of
eight people that hunt ducks and geese on the S
Platte. But | have only hunted upland birds about 4 times
in Colorado due to my inability to find good properties that
are available to walk-on hunters. | have hunted pheasants
in So Dakota since coming to Colorado.

My son-in-law had a 120 pound black lab, Zeppelin,
which he trained and that | hunted over for ducks until he
died 2 years ago. He went from being a very healthy dog
to a very sick dog and died in a 3 week period of
time. The vets could not identify what he had and called it
an autoimmune disease. Whatever that means. Paul
didn't replace him so | bought Tritan a year and a half ago
and am in the process of training him myself. He did
reasonably well during the duck hunting season. | have
never trained a dog before.

After your training day a week and a half ago | am
really enthused about continuing to train him for upland
birds as well as finishing his training for waterfowl.

I don't know how to attach pix to my emails. Sorry.
I'm divorced and somewhere between 45 and 75 years of
age. | quit counting several or maybe many, many years
ago. But I can tell you that Tritan has many years to catch
me even in dog years. | have 4 daughters, 2 live in
Colorado, 1 in Wyoming and one in lllinois. All of them
are married and | enjoy, b
excellent upbringing, having 10 grandchildren that range
from 3 months to 16 years of age, all of which | see quite
often.

That should do it, Tritan says "HI" and he enjoyed the
day in the field.
