Gun Captain: You will make sure the guns get to each
stake. Some stakes will need more than one gun. If there
is a problem with a gun, the Stake Marshal or judge will
radio you that they need a different gun. We have a gun
with an adjustable stock for the youth and women. Need to
make sure this gun ends up at either the Seasoned or Fin-
ished Stakes. It would be nice if you could clean the guns
after the hunt but if you rather not, that’s fine. It also would
be good to be there set up day but if you can’t make it,
then the Hunt Chair will provide you a list with how many
guns and gun stands to which stakes. You do need to be
at the test at least 30-45 minutes early. Contact Scott
Wolfe with questions or to volunteer
[swolfe@wolfefinancial.net]

Help on Set Up Day: You will arrive close to noon. Lunch
will be provided to you. Once judges have their tests set
up, the Hunt Chair will direct you where to go and what
equipment to grab out of the equipment trailer to take to
get the test set up for the judges. They might ask you to
throw a couple of birds out of the wingers to make sure the
birds are going to fly like they think they will. We are usu-
ally done within 3-4 hours... depending on how many
workers we have. Contact Scott Wolfe with questions or to
volunteer [swolfe@wolfefinancial.net]

Stake Marshalls: You will keep track of the handlers and
their dogs. The Hunt Secretary will provide you with a list
of handlers who are running that day. You will follow the
running order as much as possible and let handlers know
they are next in the holding blind. But if a handler isn’t
there, you will move on to the next dog because the most

important thing is to make sure a dog is always in the hold- §

ing blind to keep the test moving as smoothly as possi-
ble. You will need to arrive at the test site at least half an
hour early and bring a cooler so | can fill it with ice and wa-
ter for yourself, the judges and birdboys. We will also put
some snacks in there. Lunch will be provided to you the
day you are Marshalling. The judges will ask you to assist
them with various things and you will assist in moving
equipment from the morning series over to the afternoon
series. For y ou n e whafagtedt way.to meet
other folks in the club and region!! If you would like to do
this but not comfortable in doing it alone, let me know and
I'll team you up with an experienced Stake Marshall. It
would be nice to be there on set-up day to meet your
judges and work with them but is not a requirement.

Bird Steward: The birds will be delivered to the Hunt Test
site. You will make sure they are in a shady area and pro-
tected from predators. You will be at the test site early and
will have birds ready for each Stake. The judge or Hunt
Chair will tell you how many. It would be nice if you can be
there set up day but okay if it isn’t possible. The Hunt
Chair will tell you where to dispose of birds after the test
and will probably assist. Contact Curt Lacey or Scott Wolfe
if you have any questions on this or would like to volunteer.
